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Kimberly Meier-Sims is a registered violin teacher trainer through the Suzuki Association of the
Americas. Meier-Sims trains CIM conservatory students to be Suzuki teachers through the two-
year graduate Suzuki teacher-training program. The program is part of a unique Master of Music
dual degree in violin, viola, or cello performance and Suzuki pedagogy. Meier-Sims is in demand as
a Suzuki teacher and teacher-trainer, having taught at workshops and summer Suzuki Institutes
throughout the US and internationally in Ireland and England.

In 2015, Meier-Sims was awarded the CIM Excellence in Teaching Award in recognition of
outstanding teaching, service, and continued devotion to the education of young musicians. She
was recognized as one of Tennessee’s outstanding educators by the Tennessee Governor’s School
of the Arts in 2001.
